What is the Zionsville Street Dance? 

The Zionsville Street Dance is an annual celebration concert held on the North end of 
Zionsville’s iconic brick Main Street attracting over 6,000 people. 

When is the Zionsville Street Dance? 

Saturday August 2nd, 2025. Gates open at 5pm and the first concert starts at 6:30 p.m. 

Who are the bands? 

The opening act is local talent Pigeons of Market Square from 6:30 p.m. to 7:30 

p.m. followed by our Headliner The Menus from 8 p.m. to 10 p.m.

Admission to the Street Dance. 

This is a ticketed event, so you must purchase a ticket to gain admission. Tickets are 
$25 for adults 11 and older, and $10 for kids under 10. 

How do I purchase tickets? 

Tickets can be purchased in advance at www.zionsvillechamber.org or at the gate the 
day of the event. 

Will I need cash or a credit card? 

Both forms are accepted at the ticket entry gates and with the various vendors. 

Wristbands. 

Everyone who enters will receive a wristband. One for those 21 and over, and one for 
those under 21. If you do not have a wristband, you will be escorted out by local 
authorities. ALOCHOLIC BEVERAGES CANNOT BE PURCHASED BY ANYONE UNDER 21. 

Are dogs allowed? 
Yes, but we encourage you NOT to bring them, as the crowd will be large, and there 
will be lots of noise. Not an ideal situation for a pet.

There 
will be beer vendors, wine vendors, a spirts vendor, and a mocktail vendor. 

 
Can I bring outside food, beverages or a cooler? 

No alcoholic beverages are permitted to be brought in. We have a variety of food and 
beverage vendors and encourage you to support them.  

 
Where do I park? 

Parking will be available at Lions Park, and along the side streets of downtown 
Zionsville. 
 

Is there Handicap parking? 

Yes. Please contact the Chamber office if you require handicap parking. 

 
What happens if there is inclement weather? 

Like most outdoor events, we’re at the mercy of mother nature. If inclement weather 
occurs, then local authorities will make the decision whether to continue the event. We 
encourage you to monitor the weather and bring appropriate weather attire.
